Because we have planned ac-
tivities and staffing, we are not able to provide credits or refunds for missed days of camp. For

We will
appreciate your prompt response.

WHAT IF MY CHILD MUST TAKE MEDICATION DURING THE DAY?

We will administer prescription medication. The medication must be in its original container

tion consent form (available from the YWCA Staff) indicating medication, dosage, quantity and

time to administer. We cannot administer over the counter drugs without a note from the doctor.

HOW DO | SIGN MY CHILD IN OR OUT?

least 18 years old, listed on your Parent Release Form and must show a photo ID before your child
will be released. Please let everyone on your list know they must show photo ID so they will be
prepared. Also, please let us know of any special situations we should be aware of regarding
people who are not allowed to pick up your child.
